He was 
surely destined to succeed at international level as well. 
Now, when I see the young athletes attending the Memorial dedicated 
to him, I have the feeling that I can see him running again over his and 
my mountains, in the Alta Val di Susa. 
I like to think that, through them, his passion for athletics will go on in 
time.
